General and Local Competition Rules

The FAI Sporting Code General Section and Section 3 with its Annexes will apply. Final version of the additional Local Regulations is in final stage of preparations and after approval will be published in few weeks on our official web page www.nitra2005.sk . 

New Insurance Coverage in European Union!

Third party insurance not excluding competitions is required for each participating glider. NEW minimum third party coverage required has been introduced in European Union from May 2005. All details are in the REGULATION (EC) No 785/2004 OF THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND OF THE COUNCIL of 21 April 2004 on insurance requirements for air carriers and aircraft operators. The minimum insurance coverage is based on maximum take-off mass of the glider and is set as follows:

Max Take-off mass up less than 500kg – minimum coverage 0,75 milion SDRs*
Max Take-off mass up less than 1000kg – minimum coverage 1,5 milion SDRs*
(* SDR means a Special Drawing Right as defined by the International Monetary Fund

In addition gliders and motor-gliders with MTOW 500kg and more mast have this insurance extended to the risks of war and terrorism.

Personal medical insurance is required for all team members, covering accidents and sickness, including any local hospital costs and the costs of transport back to the team member's home country. Documentary proof of insurance shall be made available to the Organisers in Slovak, Czech or English.

Meals at the airport

The organiser will arrange operation of airport restaurant at the site. It will be possible to make orders of meals for next days, but the order has to be done until 21:00 of the day before. The menu will be displayed in advance. You will be able to select from full day menu with possibility to order separate dish also. Full day menu will consist of the following:

· Breakfast – Registered access to Swedish type breakfast with all kind of typical food and drinks.

· Launch - Daily soup, Meal bag - salami, sausage or cheese; bread; fruit; drink; cake or chocolate

· Warm dinner - Main meal of the day with or without meal, drink

Full day menu will cost about 10 EUR. Separate dish order will cost approximately:
· Breakfast - 4 EUR
· Lunch - 4 EUR 

· Warm dinner - 4 EUR
